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The high™ hills“6f Qesir-Sirin, my hometown, my place, fell apart in 1980.
That is why, to me, a “home”neither resembles a specific, tangible concept, nor an actual
The idea however, emphasizes on its presence through a kind of “privation”; a significant concept
and/or existence which defines my identity and my being respectively. For non-immigrants, a
“home” is absolutely evident; a thing that, on the contrary, keeps being postponed for an immi-
grant in wishing for “that place”.
Immigrating has never been finished for me and “the home lost”, seemed to be the disgracing
modifier, signifying wander and homelessness and not-belonging to a limit to which we hold on,
in order to find home. What is gained, is destruction of the “home” at a level far beyond what I
have lost.
